Application instructions

· Check with the appropriate people on your campus (academic advisor, study abroad advisor, dean) so that you understand how the courses taken in Japan apply to your chosen curriculum.

· Complete the application and obtain the needed signatures.  Send the application to the address indicated below as soon as possible.

· Request letters of recommendation to be sent directly to the address below.  One letter should be from a Japanese language teacher and one from a non-language faculty member.  If you feel there is another person who can better evaluate your maturity, emotional stability and adaptability to living in an unfamiliar cultural setting, please feel free to send a third letter of recommendation.

· * If you have attended or are attending any college or university outside the University of Hawai‘i System, you must request an official academic transcript from each of these colleges/universities (as listed on item #8), as part of your application.
Students who have already successfully completed the Year in Kōbe, Japan program are not eligible to apply for an additional term.

Submit your completed application to the UHM Study Abroad Center on or before the set deadline.  A selection committee will review the application and make its recommendation to the Consortium (University of Illinois, University of Arizona, University of Hawai‘i at Mānoa, University of Pittsburgh).  If admitted, you will receive a program-specific application form and other pertinent information.

All accepted students are eligible to apply for the Japan Students Services Organization Scholarship (JASSO).  Awarded by the Japanese Ministry of Education, the scholarship is approximately $6,000 total for the two semesters.  Students who do not receive the JASSO Scholarship will be provided with the Kōnan University Consortium Scholarship, which is about $2,000 total for the two semesters.
